The Deaf learn to take over and be able to minister
to other Deaf people the forgiveness of sins in the
Lord Jesus Christ. This is nothing new for hearing
people but it is new to Deaf ministry.

| have had several deaf over the years tell me,
“Pastor we are so happy that you have come.
We had never understood what was so important
about church, baptism, the Lord’s Supper. We
never understood fully or rightly about Jesus’
death.

Recently, we had two deaf people, husband and
wife, come to our classes. The husband has dialysis
weekly and has blood cancer. They were so happy
to hear about going to heaven and understanding
for the first time that God does indeed love them.
The wife cried tears of joy and said, “You mean we
get to go to heaven and meet each other...meet
Jesus and look into His eyes! Wow!” Now that
is ministry you are helping to accomplish. Thank
You! What is it going to be like when Jesus shakes
your hand and hugs you and says, “Thank you for
helping Me!” How did | help you Lord? When you
helped the Deaf to understand and believe!
